Winant Clayton Volunteers – Bursary Guidance 2011

Winant Clayton Volunteers aims to offer volunteering abroad to people from all backgrounds. In order to make our exchange programme accessible to a diverse range of candidates, we have a bursary scheme through which we can offer a limited number of subsidised places and financial support.
 
	 
We offer two types of subsidised places:
 
Tower Hamlets and Southwark awards (2 awards available of £1500 each)
Eligibility criteria:
1. Applicants must live or work in the boroughs of Tower Hamlets or Southwark. 
2. You must be able to demonstrate that you are in significant financial hardship and that financial assistance is necessary for you to be able to take part in this programme. 
3. You must also demonstrate your commitment to using the experience you gain on the programme to benefit your Tower Hamets or Southwark community on your return.
To apply for a Tower Hamlets and Southwark award, you must submit the following documents with your application: 
a, Covering letter outlining how you meet the above criteria 
b, Completed financial statement form showing income and outgoings (form can be downloaded from website)
c, Proof of living or working in Tower Hamlets or Southwark (e.g. recent utility bill or bank statement, letter from employer, contract of employment)
 
Winant Clayton Volunteers hardship award (1 award available of £1500)
Eligibility criteria: 
1. You must be able to demonstrate that you are in significant financial hardship and that financial assistance is necessary for you to be able to take part in this programme.
2. You must also demonstrate your commitment to using your experience to benefit your community on your return.
3. You must demonstrate your commitment to the work of Winant Clayton Volunteers and be prepared to continue to support us on your return. 
4. Applicants can live or work anywhere in the UK. 
5. Preference for this award will also be given to those living/working in the Tower Hamlets area.
To apply for a Winant Clayton Volunteers hardship award, you must submit the following documents with your application:  
a, Covering letter outlining how you meet the above criteria 
b, Completed financial statement form showing income and outgoings (form can be downloaded from website)
c, Proof of living or working in Tower Hamlets if this applies to you (e.g. recent utility bill or bank statement, letter from employer, contract of employment)
 


 
	We also offer a smaller award: 
 

Irish heritage awards (up to £500)
Eligibility criteria: 
1. Applicants must show proof of Irish heritage (either own citizenship/a parent's citizenship of the Republic of Ireland or links to Northern Ireland). 
2. You must also be able to demonstrate the need for financial assistance. 
To apply for a Irish heritage award, you must submit the following documents with your application:  
a, Covering letter outlining how you meet the above criteria 
b, Completed financial statement form showing income and outgoings (form can be downloaded from website)


 
Important information:
 

1. The amount awarded to each candidate is at the discretion of Winant Clayton Volunteers. The decision of the committee is final and no discussion will be entered into with unsuccessful candidates. 
2. All bursary application documents should be submitted by email to apply@winantclayton.org.uk on the same day as the online application, clearly indicating which bursary you are applying for. If shortlisted, you will need to submit signed hard copies at interview stage. 
If you are posting in a handwritten application then please also send in the relevant bursary information at the same time.
3. Candidates may apply for more than one type of bursary. 
4. Those who apply for the Tower Hamlets and Southwark award or the Winant Clayton Volunteers hardship award will not be considered for fully self-funded places. i.e. if you are unsuccessful in gaining a subsidised place, you cannot then opt to pay for a self-funded place. 
5. Winant Clayton Volunteers may withhold up to 20% of the award amount as a deposit which will be paid to volunteers upon their successful completion of the programme.
6. Recipient of awards should be aware that they will still need some funds available for their time in New York, for example socialising costs.  Advice can be given on fundraising if needed. 
7. Those applying for either a Tower Hamlets and Southwark bursary or a WCV hardship bursary do not need to pay an application fee.  Those applying for an Irish heritage bursary only still need to send in a £20 application fee.
